various intervals to self refer to T2 and give 
appropriate information on substance misuse

Discuss with client referral to a specialist agency for 

support

Self referral: 

Individual should attend T2 for referral onto SMART. 

CRI referral: 

Clients in need of psychosocial interventions (counselling, 
one-to-one motivational work, CBT etc) should be referred 
to CRI. Referrals should be received via T2 Turning Point 
ONLY – clients and Tier 1 professionals cannot directly refer 
to this service. CMHT referral: 

Clients with mental health issues can be 
dealt with from T2 Turning Point but 
some may require further assessment by 
CMHT. Referrals can ONLY be sent to 
CMHT from the clients care coordinator 
(e.g. from T2 Turning Point, SMART or 
CRI) – clients and Tier 1 professionals 
cannot directly refer to this service.
